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By Car

Cambridge has five centrally located multi-storey car parks
and three surface car parks that provide parking right in the
heart of the City. (Please see map for car park locations)
The multi-storey car parks are open 24 hours a day, 7 days
a week and operate on a pay on foot basis.

Three hours free parking is available for blue badge holders
Monday to Saturday 8am to 8pm and Sundays 10am

to 5pm who should press the help point at the car park
entrance barrier for instructions. For further information

On-Street Parking

There are some designated on-street parking for disabled
badge holders in St Andrew’s Street, Guildhall Street, Fitzroy
Lane, Hobson Street, King’s Parade, Round Church Street,
Napier Street, Wheeler Street and Peas Hill (some of these
bays are part-time so please read the signs carefully before
parking). Blue badge holders may also park for free without
time limit in any of the on-street pay and display spaces
available in the city centre.

The blue badge can also be used for up to 3 hours on
single and double yellow lines where there are no loading
restrictions, ensuring the blue badge is clearly on display
with the clock set to the time of arrival. However they must
not cause an obstruction or park in loading bays and cannot
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enter the historic pedestrian zone without a special permit,
during restricted hours.

By Train

Cambridge Railway Station is about 20 minutes walk

(1 mile) or 10 minutes cycle ride from the City Centre.

You can hire bikes from Station Cycles located in the main

car park to the right of the station as you come out. Visit
www.stationcycles.co.uk for more information about cycle hire
and their left luggage service. In addition there are numerous
local buses and taxis available to provide convenient links
between the railway station and the city centre.

If you are travelling by train and planning to use the bus then
ask for a PlusBus ticket when purchasing your train ticket

as this gives you unlimited bus travel around Cambridge
(conditions apply see www.plusbus.info for more information).

Trains run frequently between Cambridge and

London (King’s Cross and Liverpool Street), lpswich,
Peterborough (with connections to the north and Scotland),
King’s Lynn, Norwich, Stansted Airport and Birmingham.
